Semester and Academic Year Program Course Selection Q&A

Q: Are there any general suggestions for course selection?
A: Please plan your course load and schedule wisely. Estimate the workload of each course. It is recommended not to take more than five courses per semester.

Q: Can I select courses across different majors?
A: No, you cannot. You may only choose courses from one of the following majors: Business Administration, Tourism Management, Civil Engineering, or Software Engineering.

Q: Can I choose courses from different semesters within the same major?
A: In principle, no. You can only select courses offered for a specific semester within your chosen major.

Q: How many credits can I take per semester?
A: The number of credits varies by major and semester. Please refer to the program’s course introduction for details.

Q: Are the assessment methods the same for all courses?
A: Assessment methods may vary by major. Some courses require an end-of-semester exam, while others involve submitting papers or assignments.

Q: If I’m a second-year student, can I apply for third-year courses in addition to second-year courses?
A: Course requirements differ by major. For details, please consult the relevant instructor.
